YOUTH RUGBY PROGRAM

For the past few years some local rugby clubs have run a Summer Youth Rugby Program. The program is primarily aimed at introducing the children of New England to rugby, and to provide them and their parents a greater understanding of the sport. A non-contact version of the game called American Flag Rugby is played which is similar to Flag Football. 

This version of rugby is designed specifically for the American child; no experience necessary, fully inclusive, and with a level of structure and discipline that Americans have come to expect from recreational sports. In this game, kids play a version of rugby where the defense removes the ball carrier’s Velcro flag instead of creating a tackle situation. 
Every spring, USA Rugby’s Regional Development Officer, Sean O’Leary, runs a certification clinic for the Youth Rugby coaches before the program starts. We plan to have a ratio of at least 1 coach per 8 kids. The children range in age from 6-14, and the program is open to both boys and girls. Each participant will receive a Mystic Youth Rugby jersey.
